Ford Foundation denied the allegations 
by President Ruto emphasizing that its 
policies have always remained neutral.

“We do not fund or sponsor the recent 
protests against the finance bill and 

have a strictly non-partisan policy for 
all of our grantmaking,” the statement 

reads in part. 

Additionally, the Ford Foundation said 
it has a rich history of commitment 

to ensuring the independence of East 
Africa’s democratic institutions since 

1963.

By dissolving his entire cabinet, Presi-
dent Ruto undertook to fulfilling a raft of 
measures as was enlisted by Gen Z being 
proposals towards achieving good gover-

nance in the country.  
After the controversial Finance Bill 
2024-2025 that triggered the Gen Z revolt 
across the country, it marked a redefining 
moment in politics and governance in the 
whole of the East African region. 
This development was part of an accord 
the President agreed to in an X space 
integration with Gen Z after his administ-
ration legitimacy remained in question.  
 
The shocking events of the 25th of June 
2024 saw protestors overwhelming the 
security attached to the protection of Par-
liament, storming  the establishment and 
torching part of it. 
However, the outlined proposals directed 
to the president could provide the country 
with a new road map to socioeconomic 
and political success. 
Kenya is the  East and Central Africa eco-
nomic powerhouse with a population of 
55 million people, 65% of which compri-
ses Gen Z and millennials could be a door 
away into a new era.  
 
In his dismissal of the cabinet, the presi-
dent refered to powers ordained to him by 
the constitution in Articles 152 (1), 152 
(5) b and Section 12 of the Office of the 
Attorney General Act. 
The president pledged to form a new 
team to assist in accelerating the imple-
mentation of radical programs aimed at 
addressing national issues such as debt 
management, job creation, resource opti-
misation, and corruption elimination.  
This move comes nearly two years after 
President Ruto appointed the 24-member 
cabinet on October 26th, 2022. 
 
Regime change in the country has, howe-
ver, remained cosmetic.  
The civil servants remain the same while 
the new boss who is posted joins the 
scam, by virtue of the servants being the 
schemers.  

Lifestyle audit should be made a preserve 
to political appointments but be manda-
tory to all civil servants. 
Constituency Development Fund ( CDF ) 
is never accounted for. 
The idea was borrowed from India with 
good intentions, but how it is implemen-
ted here is the problem.  
Unlike in India, where primarily the fund 
is executed by administrators with the 
MP role being to oversight on priority 
projects, here in Kenya, the MP executes 
directly. 
This contradicts the constitution that pro-
vides that the MP’s role is to represent, 
legislate, and oversight.  
The constitution does not provide a man-
date for CDF. 
This means that the CDF is unconstitutio-
nal and, therefore, should be abolished! 
Review of Salary Remuneration Com-
mission (SRC ) to work on part-time are 
some of the recommendations that will be 
looked into, going forward.  

Recently, the president and the opposition 
chief met to endorse the recommenda-
tions in NADCO Report over the IEBC 
for its formation, where the president 
ascended the bill into law. 
This is because it has to be urgently 
constituted. 
The president has no power to dissolve 
parliament. A working IEBC will enable 
the country to use the recall clause to 
send home most of the legislators. 
In Kenya,  we have a Legislature, which 
is a joke of a house!

oitalel arap 
Samoei (c.1860 – 
19 October 1905) 
was an Orkoiyot 
who led the Nandi 
people from 1890 
until his assassi-

nation in 1905. The Orkoiyot 
occupied a sacred and special 
role within the Nandi and 
Kipsigis people of Kenya. 
 He held the dual roles of 
chief spiritual and military 
leader, and had the authority 
to make decisions regarding 
security matters particularly 
the waging of war and ne-
gotiating for peace. Koital-
el was the supreme chief of 
the Nandi people of Kenya.    
He led the Nandi resistance 
against British colonial rule.
Koitalel Samoei was born to 
Kimnyole arap Turukat at 
Samitui in Aldai. He was the 
fourth of five sons (Siratei 
arap Simbolei was Kimn-
yole’s youngest son) and be-
longed to the Kaplelach age-
set group of the Nandi. he 
was reportedly close to his fa-
ther and displayed the great-
est ability in understanding 
prophetic signs.
 Kimnyole, who is said to have 
predicted Koitalel’s death, re-
portedly summoned his five 
sons as he saw his own death 
approach and asked them to 
consult traditional brews in 
a pot. Samoei, upon gazing 
into the pot, drew his sword 
in protest having perceived 
the coming of the Europeans.
Kimnyole sensed danger in 
his son’s bravery and out of 
concern for his safety, sent 
Koitalel’s three siblings to 
live among the Kipsigis while 
Samoei was asked to go and 
live among the Tugen people.
After the death of Kimnyole, 
a faction of Nandi people 
sent for Koitalel who had 
already taken refuge among 
the Keiyo people. 
Koitalel’s brother, Kip-
chomber arap Koilege, also 
laid claim to Nandi leader-

ship, leading to a succession 
dispute. Factions formed 
around the two aspirants 
and minor skirmishes took 
place between their support-
ers but this did not extend 
to full scale war. The dis-
pute ended with the defeat 
of Kipchomber Arap Koilege 
in 1895, after which he fled 
to the Kipsigis with his sup-
porters, becoming the first 
Kipsigis Orgoiyot.
 Koitalel was appointed suc-
cessor to his father, and was 
made Orkoiyot in 1895.
 When the British colonial 
government began building 
the Uganda Railway through 
the Nandi area, Koitalel led 
an eleven-year resistance 
movement against the rail-
way.
 To end the resistance, the 
now largely disgraced intel-
ligence officer Richard Mein-
ertzhagen invited Koitalel to 
a peace truce meeting after 
leading a rebellion against 
the colonial invasion of the 
Nandi. The peace meeting 
was to be held at 11:00AM on 
Thursday, October 19, 1905. 

Suspecting that he would 
be killed as his father Kim-
nyole had foretold, Samoei 
instructed Meinertzhagen 
to come with five compan-
ions to meet him at Ketbarak 
(present-day Nandi Bears 
Club). Samoei was to come 
with five foretellers.
 Contrary to the agreement, 
Meinertzhagen marched 
from the fort at Kaptumo 
with 80 armed men, 75 of 
whom hid near the venue of 
the meeting. It is reported 
that when Koitalel stretched 
his hand to shake hands with 
Meinertzhagen’s, he killed 
Koitalel with a shot at point-
blank range. Afterward, it is 
claimed that he also decapi-
tated Koitalel and sent some 
of Koitalel’s body parts to 
England. This precipitated 
the end of the Nandi Resis-
tance. Initially, Meinertz-
hagen was able to cover up 
what he had done from the 
colonial authorities, and was 
commended for the incident. 
However, after news of what 
had actually happened be-
came known, Meinertzhagen 

claimed self-defence in an 
investigation, and eventual-
ly, after a third court of in-
quiry, he was cleared by the 
presiding officer, Brig. Wil-
liam Manning. Nevertheless, 
pressure from the Colonial 
Department on the War Of-
fice eventually brought about 
Meinertzhagen’s removal 
from Africa.

NB: Not related to 
William Ruto.

He was succeeded by 
his brother, Kipeles arap 
Kimnyole (aka Tamasun)
while his son, Barsirian 
arap Manyei (born 1894), 
would later become the 
Nandi leader from 1919 
until 1922 when he was 
detained by the British 
colonial government. 
Barsirian was not released 
until 1964, after indepen-
dence, making him the 
longest-serving political 
prisoner in Kenyan history.

  truck driver found a 
1-year-old alive in a 
ditch off an interstate 
highway in Louisiana 
this week, a day after 
the boy’s 4-year-old 
brother was found 
dead near the same 

freeway in what investigators think was 
a case of abandonment around the time 
tropical storm conditions hit the area, 
authorities said.

The boys’ mother, a Louisiana resi-
dent, has been arrested in Mississippi 
and faces murder and other charges, 
accused of abandoning the children in 
Louisiana, authorities said Thursday.

A Louisiana sheriff, who says he belie-
ves the 1-year-old spent two days along 
Interstate 10, including while Hurricane 
Beryl or its weaker iterations battered 
the western Gulf Coast region with rain 
and strong wind – is praising the truck 
driver for seeing the child and stopping 
to pick up him up Tuesday.
“We look at this 1-year-old as our mir-
acle baby, (because) he was still alive,” 
Calcasieu Parish Sheriff Stitch Guillory 
said this week. “This kid spent two days 
out in the weather on the side of the 
highway. … Thank God that trucker 
(saw) him.”

An investigation began Monday after-
noon, when the 4-year-old boy’s body 
was found floating in water behind a rest 
stop off I-10 in western Louisiana’s Cal-
casieu Parish, just across the Texas state 
line, the sheriff ’s office said. No cause of 
death was immediately announced.
That day, Beryl made landfall in Texas 
as a hurricane and weakened to a trop-
ical storm and tropical depression as it 
impacted Louisiana, dropping rain and 
delivering wind gusts of up to 60 mph to 
the parish, CNN meteorologists say.

Detectives eventually learned the 4-year-
old had last been seen on Saturday with 
his mother, Aaliyah Jack, 25, of Lake 
Charles, and his 1-year-old brother, the 
sheriff ’s office said. Police in Meridian, 
Mississippi, then found Jack without the 
1-year-old, and she was arrested there 
initially on suspicion of failing to report 
a missing child, authorities said.

And on Tuesday morning, the 1-year-old 
turned up – alive – along I-10 back in 
Louisiana, authorities said.

The road was closed for about two hours Friday 

while the SUV was extracted from 9 feet of water, 
Warthin said.
The Semi-Centennial Geyser has been inactive since 
a major eruption in 1922. It is located near Roaring 
Mountain between Mammoth Hot Springs and Nor-
ris Junction.
Park officials did not release the names of those in-
volved and said the incident is still being investiga-
ted.

The U.S. is not conscripting 
Americans into the military 
for the ongoing Israel-Hamas 
war. The video references a bill 
passed by the House that would 
automatically register 18- to 
25-year-old men for the selec-

tive service, but the bill isn’t law 
and doesn’t automatically in-
duct individuals into the armed 
forces. To reinstate a draft, Con-
gress and the president would 
be required to act.
There is no evidence the U.S. has 
begun forcing Americans to en-
list in the military to fight in the 
ongoing Israel-Hamas war. The 

website for the Selective Service 
System – the federal agency that 
registers men and maintains a 
system for a potential draft – 
says there is currently no draft.
To reinstate a draft, Congress 
would have to amend the Mili-
tary Selective Service Act to au-
thorize the president to induct 
people into the armed forces, 
according to the agency. This 
hasn’t happened. A search of 
the website for Congress yield-
ed no such amendments. There 
were also no announcements 
about the start of a draft from 
the White House or the Depart-
ment of Defense.

Man gets 226-year prison sentences for 
killing 2 Alaska Native women.  
He filmed the torcher of one of them.

in his movies “everybody 
always dies” was sentenced 
Friday to 226 years in prison.
Brian Steven Smith received 
99-year sentences each for 
the deaths of Kathleen Hen-
ry, 30, and Veronica Abou-
chuk, who was 52 when her 
family reported her miss-
ing in February 2019, seven 
months after they last saw 
her.
“Both were treated about 
as horribly as a person can 
be treated,” Alaska Superi-
or Court Judge Kevin Saxby 
said when imposing the sen-
tence.
“It’s the stuff of nightmares,” 
Saxby said.

The remaining 28 years were 
for other charges, like sexual 
assault and tampering with 
evidence. Alaska does not 
have the death penalty.
Smith, a native of South Afri-
ca who became a naturalized 
U.S. citizen shortly before 
torturing and killing Hen-
ry at an Anchorage hotel in 
September 2019, showed no 
emotion during sentencing.
He also displayed no emo-
tion when a jury deliberat-
ed for less than two hours 
and found him guilty after a 
three-week trial in February.
During the trial, the vic-
tims were not identified by 
name, only initials. Saxby 
said during sentencing that 
their names would be used 
in order to restore their per-
sonhood.
Smith was arrested in 2019 
when a sex worker stole his 
cellphone from his truck and 
found the gruesome footage 
of Henry’s torture and mur-

der. The images were even-
tually copied onto a memory 
card, and she turned it over 
to police.
Smith eventually confessed 
to killing Henry and Abou-
chuk, whose body had been 
found earlier but was mis-
identified.
Both Alaska Native women 
were from small villages in 
western Alaska and experi-
enced homelessness when 
living in Anchorage.
Authorities identified Hen-
ry as the victim whose death 
was recorded at TownePlace 
Suites by Marriott in mid-
town Anchorage. Smith, 
who worked at the hotel, was 
registered to stay there from 
Sept. 2-4, 2019. The first im-
ages from the card showed 
Henry’s body and were time-
stamped about 1 a.m. Sept. 4, 
police said.
The last image, dated early 
Sept. 6, showed Henry’s body 
in the back of black pickup. 

Charging documents said 
location data showed Smith’s 
phone in the same rural area 
south of Anchorage where 
Henry’s body was found a 
few weeks later.
Videos from the memory 
card were shown during the 
trial to the jury but hidden 
from the gallery. Smith’s face 
was never seen in the videos, 
but his distinctive South Af-
rican accent — which police 
eventually recognized from 
previous encounters — was 
heard narrating as if there 
were an audience. On the 
tape, he repeatedly urged 
Henry to die as he beat and 
strangled her.
“In my movies, everybody al-
ways dies,” the voice says on 
one video. “What are my fol-
lowers going to think of me? 
People need to know when 
they are being serial-killed.”
During the eight-hour vid-
eotaped police interrogation, 
Smith confessed to killing 

Abouchuk after picking her 
up in Anchorage when his 
wife was out of town. He 
took her to his home, and 
she refused when he asked 
her to shower because of an 
odor.
Smith said he became up-
set, retrieved a pistol from 
the garage and shot her in 
the head, dumping her body 
north of Anchorage.

These ducts are tubes de-
signed to carry milk to the nipple. 
Breast cancer that starts in the 
ducts is called invasive ductal 
carcinoma. Breast cancer also can 
start in cells in the milk glands. 
These glands, called lobules, are 
designed to make breast milk. 
Cancer that happens in the lobu-
les is called invasive lobular carci-
noma. Other cells in the breast 
can become cancer cells, though 
this isn’t common.

About 32.9 million people — 10 percent of the 
population of the contiguous United States — 
live in the areas expected to have dangerous 
levels of heat.

The heat index is a measure of how hot it real-
ly feels outside, taking into account humidity 
along with temperature. The measurement is 
used to indicate when the level of heat is dan-
gerous for the human body while in the shade. 
When out in the sun, a person could perceive 
that temperature as being higher by up to 15 
degrees Fahrenheit (8.3 degrees Celsius).
Hundreds of people die from extreme heat in 
the United States every year. On hot days, the 
National Weather Service recommends that 
people drink fluids, stay in cooler rooms, keep 
out of the sun and check up on relatives and 
neighbors, especially older people and those 
who live alone.
 Over the next week in New York, N.Y., the 
highest heat index forecast is 100 degrees 
Fahrenheit on Tuesday. Compared with today, 
forecasts show that the heat index will be high-
er over most of the following days.

 Dangerous Heat in the U.S.

(CNN) — More than 50 million people across the US are under 
heat alerts amid a brutal heat wave that has shattered records 
and caused multiple deaths across the West.
As of Monday, much of the West and South are experiencing mo-
derate to major heat risk, the National Weather Service said.

California and Nevada are expected to see more daily record 
high temperatures in the week ahead. By Thursday, the heat in 
the Pacific Northwest will shift to the Intermountain West and 
northern High Plains, the National Weather Service’s Weather 
Prediction Center cautions.
In Oregon, four people died of suspected heat-related illnesses 
over the weekend, according to a Monday news release from 
Multnomah County. Three of the four were residents of Multno-
mah County, while the other individual was transported from 
outside the county and later died at a Portland hospital.

These deaths happened after the county declared a state of 
emergency Friday due to “dangerously hot temperatures,” but 
the news release noted “further tests and investigation will de-
termine whether the deaths are officially hot-weather-related. 
In some cases, the deaths may be found to have had other cau-
ses.”

Dozens of locations in the West and Pacific Northwest tied or 
broke previous heat records in recent days, and more than 165 
daily high temperature records could be tied or broken

“Heat illness and injury are cumulative and 
can build over the course of a day or days,” 
the release said. “Besides not being able to 
cool down while riding due to high ambient 

air temperatures, experiencing Death Valley

Jalen Brunson’s $113 million Knicks’ 
pay cut puts a price on happiness.

alen Brunson is 
leaving a lot of mon-
ey on the table to 
help the New York 
Knicks build the 
best team possible. 
Brunson and the 

Knicks agreed on a four-year, 
$156 million extension on Fri-
day, according to ESPN’s Adrian 
Wojnarowski. Brunson could 
have signed for an additional 
$113 million if he wanted until 
next year to sign the extension. 
The point guard was eligible to 
sign a five-year, $270 million 
extension after the 2024-2025 
season.
Brunson’s deal includes a player 
option on the fourth year, giving 
him an opportunity to extend 
at a bigger number a few years 
from now. Still, there are no 
guarantees Brunson will still be 
performing at a max player level 
at that point, and the Knicks 
aren’t beholden to offering it.
